¢, Como hablar de lo que somos capaces de hacer, de lo que hemos aprendido a hacer?

Can (que tiene otros usos, como el de servir para pedir permiso, por ejemplo) es un
verbo modal y se usa para expresar lo que sabemos hacer porque lo hemos aprendido
estudiando, know es conocimiento-sabiduria acerca de una cosa, no capacidad de
realizar una accion.

VERBOS MODALES

En inglés existe un grupo de verbos llamados modales (o defectivos) con el significado
de poder, deber, querer. Estos verbos son muy usados en el lenguaje corriente y
poseen generalmente solo el presente y el pasado , presentando una serie de
caracteristicas comunes:

Su infinitivo NUNCA va precedido de TO como en el resto de verbos comunes (to dance,
to go, to sleep, to play, etc.).

En su forma negativa e interrogativa se comportan de la misma forma que el verbo
auxiliar to be , que hemos visto recientemente.

No toman la “s” en la tercera persona del singular del presente (he / she / it).

Van sequidos de un verbo EN INFINITIVO SIN EL TO :

| can play

| can swim

He can sleep

Can se usa para expresar las habilidades que se pueden adquirir a través del
aprendizaje, lo que hemos aprendido a hacer, por eso va seguido de un verbo, de una
accion, no de un sustantivo. Veamos los ejemplos:

| can understand German but | can't speak it (yo entiendo aleman pero no lo hablo)
She can play chess (ella sabe jugar al ajedrez)
| can swim but | can't fly (yo puedo nadar pero no puedo volar)

Por otra parte, para formar la negativa e interrogativa de can no utilizamos ningun
auxiliar. Como hemos visto en el cuadro de los verbos modales, el verbo CAN se
comportara en sus formas negativas e interrogativas de la misma forma que el verbo to
be lo hacia. Por lo tanto, para formar la negativa afiadiremos la particula negativa NOT:

FORMA AFIRMATIVA FORMA NEGATIVA FORMA NEGATIVA
CONTRAIDA
| can swim | can not swim | can’t swim

En cuanto a la forma interrogativa, invertiremos el orden de verbo y sujeto exactamente
igual que haciamos con el verbo to be:

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Se utiliza “do”, en general, para las actividades recreativas, es decir, que no implican
competicion en grupo. También coincide con practicas deportivas que no requieren un
balon, pelota u otros elementos para su realizacion. Por ejemplo:

To do athletics / Hacer atletismo

To do gymnastics /| Hacer gimnasia

To do Judo / Hacer Judo

To do Karate /| Hacer Karate

To do Kung Fu / Hacer Kung Fu

To do ballet. /Hacer ballet

El verbo “play” se utiliza para hablar de deportes o competiciones que utilizan objetos,
como una “ball” (balén) para su realizacion.

3. Numeros ordinales

En lecciones anteriores hemos aprendido los niumeros cardinales, que como ya dijimos
anteriormente hablan de cantidades (one apple, two apples, thirty cars...).

En esta leccién vamos a ver los numeros ordinales, que a diferencia de los anteriores
hablan de un orden (el primero, segundo, tercero...).

Los numeros ordinales en inglés suelen ir acompafiados del articulo “the” , que suele ir
delante del numero ordinal:

The first / The second / The third

Aparte de un par de excepciones que veremos en las proximas lineas, en la mayor
parte de los casos los numeros ordinales se forman anadiéndole la terminacién —th al
namero cardinal.

Al igual que con los numeros cardinales, a partir del 20 los numeros ordinales son muy
sencillos, ya que simplemente se limita a combinar una decena (cardinal) + unidad
(ordinal):

21st --- The twenty-first

32nd --- The thirty-second

43rd---The forty-third

Es importante que también tengas en cuenta que en las decenas, la “y” en la que
acaban los numeros cardinales se transforma en “ieth” en los numeros ordinales: 20----
Twenty 20th---Twentieth

FECHAS

En inglés se utilizan los numeros ordinales para expresar las fechas. Normalmente las
fechas se escriben en el siguiente orden: mes / dia /afio

* June, 3th 1998 (June the third, nineteen ninety-eight)

* También es posible el siguiente orden: dia / mes / afio

» 15th May, 2017 ( the fifteenth of May, twenty seventeen)

Los meses del afio se escriben con mayuscula.

3. Must, Mustn’t , Should

En Inglés usamos must (deber, tener que) y mustn’t para referirnos a obligaciones, ya
sean en el presente o en el futuro.

MUST es un verbo modal que se usa principalmente para expresar obligacion
USOS

Usamos el verbo modal must para expresar:

1. Obligacion

Se usa para expresar obligacion que esta impuesta por el hablante o el que escribe
la frase. Ademas, la obligacién con must tiene intencion futura.

| must write an e-mail to my cousin (debo escribir un e-mail a a mi primo) — Es algo
que me impongo yo mismo. Todavia no lo he hecho, tiene intencién futura.
Passengers must fasten their seatbealts (los pasajeros deben abrocharse el cinturén
de seguridad) — Es algo que impone la companiia que tiene esta regla o instruccion.
| must wear uniform at work (tengo que llevar uniforme en el trabajo) — Es algo que
me imponen en el trabajo, es una regal.

2. Deber moral

You must respect your parents (debes respetar a tus padres)

3. Consejo (persuasion)

Aqui es muy importante que se distinga del «should» que también se usa para
expresar consejo. Usamos must para expresar fuerte recomendaciéon o consejo,
hasta el punto de querer persuadir al interlocutor. You must go and see that film
(Debes ir y ver esa pelicula) You must clean your car (debes limpiar el coche)

4. Necesidad fuerte

Aqui hemos de distinguirlo del semi-modal have to que también expresa

necesidad. Must se usa para expresar una necesidad fuerte.

I must tidy my bedroom. It’'s a mess (debo ordenar mi habitacion. Esta hecha un
desastre)

5. Deduccioén afirmativa.

You got up very early. You must be tired (te levantaste muy temprano. Debes estar
cansado)

The lights are on. She must be home. (las luces estan encendidas. Debe estar en
casa)

Para deducciones negativas usaremos el modal can’t. No podemos usar mustn’t
porque solo se utiliza para referirnos a prohiciones

You can’t be 30! You look younger. (iNo puedes tener 30 arios! Pareces mas joven)
MUSTN'T

La forma negativa de must, es decir, must not o mustn’t se usa para

expresar prohibicién.

You mustn’t be late. (No puedes llegar tarde)

You mustn’t smoke in schools (No puedes fumar en los colegios)

| mustn’t smoke at work (No puedo fumar en el trabajo) — Lo tengo prohibido.
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Importante:
— no olvidar poner la «t» al negar mustn’t v musn’t
— No confundir mustn’t (prohibicién) con don’t have to (ausencia de obligacion)

Should

¢,Cuando utilizamos el verbo “should”?

Hay determinadas situaciones en que solemos emplear el verbo “should”. Una de las
principales, como hemos visto, es para dar consejos:

If your headache doesn’t get better in a couple of days, you should go to the doctor (Si
el dolor de cabeza no mejora en un par de dias, tendrias que ir al médico).

If you want to improve your language skills, you should try to read something in English
every day (Si quieres mejorar tu nivel, deberias tratar de leer algo en inglés todos los
dias).

De la misma manera, podemos utilizar “should” para opinar sobre lo que creemos que
seria la situacion ideal:

Education should be free for everyone (La educacion deberia ser gratuita para todos).
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Women shouldn’t be paid less than men for doing the same work (Las mujeres no
deberian cobrar menos que los hombres por realizar el mismo trabajo).

Fijate en que, cuando usamos “should’ de este modo, no estamos refiriéndonos
necesariamente a situaciones reales, sino hablando de lo que creemos que seria lo
correcto.

“Should” también resulta util para especular sobre lo que podria pasar, indicando lo
que creemos que es probable:

‘Where’s Joe?’

‘He finishes work at 6 p.m. today, so he should be here soon.’

(—¢ Donde esta Joe?

—Hoy termina de trabajar a las seis, asi que deberia de llegar pronto).

The party on Saturday should be good - everyone is going (La fiesta del sabado
deberia salir bien: va todo el mundo).

Igualmente se puede usar “should” en pasado para aludir a cosas que habrian sido
una buena idea (pero no ocurrieron), sobre todo cuando lamentamos algo:

I should have told her I loved her (Deberia haberle dicho que la queria [pero no se lo
dije, y ahora estoy triste por ello]).

Clara shouldn’t have sent that e-mail (Clara no deberia haber enviado ese correo
electrénico [pero lo envid, y fue una mala ocurrencia]).

¢ Qué reglas hay que tener en cuenta?

“Should’ es un verbo modal, asi que sigue las mismas reglas que otros verbos
modales:

1. Los verbos modales nunca van seguidos por “to0”, sino por un infinitivo sin “to”:
Deberias estudiar mas si quieres aprobar el examen.

You should to study more if you want to pass that exam. X

You should study more if you want to pass that exam. v

2. La forma negativa de “should” es “should not”’, aunque normalmente utilizamos la
contraccién “shouldn’t’ (a menos que queramos dar un énfasis especial a la frase):
You shouldn't listen to what James says - he’s often wrong (Mas vale que no escuches
lo que dice James: casi siempre se equivoca).

The children definitely should not be allowed in the study (Definitivamente, los nifios no
deberian entrar en el despacho).

3. En preguntas afirmativas, “should’ suele servir para consultar si algo es buena
idea, mientras que en las negativas suele confirmar lo que creemos que deberia
haber ocurrido o deberia haberse hecho.

Should | turn off the lights? (¢ Deberia apagar las luces? [es decir, ¢ es buena idea?,
¢quieres que lo haga?]).

Shouldn’t you have finished by now? (¢ No tendrias que haber terminado ya? [vamos,
que yo creo que deberias haber terminado]).

4. Para utilizar los verbos modales en pasado seguimos la estructura “verbo modal

+ have + participio pasado”:

Jen should have listened to me (Jen tendria que haberme escuchado).

Paolo shouldn’t have eaten the last cake - it was for Jordi (Paolo no deberia haberse
comido el ultimo pastel: era para Jordi).

A veces, en estos casos también contraemos el verbo en la forma afirmativa:

Jen should’ve listened to me.

Excepciones y variantes
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“Should’ puede emplearse asimismo en oraciones condicionales, cuando queremos
ser mas formales. Compara estas dos opciones:

If you want to cancel the holiday, please let us know within 7 days (Si quiere cancelar el
viaje, comuniquenoslo antes de 7 dias).

If you should want to cancel the holiday, please inform us within 7 days (Si deseara
cancelar el viaje, le rogamos que nos informe antes de 7 dias).

El significado es practicamente idéntico, pero el hecho de incluir “should” en la
segunda oracion la hace mas formal.

Cuando damos un consejo podemos utilizar también el verbo modal “must”’, en vez
de “should’. Esto aporta una mayor fuerza, en ocasiones en que queremos ser mas
enérgicos:

If you have had the flu for more than a week, you should go to the doctor (Si has
estado mas de una semana con gripe, deberias ir al médico [es un consejo: seria
bueno que lo hicieras]).

If you have had the flu for more than a week, you must go to the doctor (Si has estado
mas de una semana con gripe, tienes que / debes ir al médico [es mas rotundo: se
trata de algo fundamental]).

Errores frecuentes

Uno de los errores que cometen los estudiantes de inglés con mas frecuencia cuando
emplean “should” es olvidar que no va seguido de “fo”.

Deberia dedicar mas tiempo a leer en inglés.

I should spend more time reading in English. v

A veces hay dudas sobre cuando usar “must” y cuando “should” (y sus formas en
negativo). Ambos sirven para dar consejo, pero “must”’ y “mustn’t’ pueden utilizarse
para referirse a cosas que son obligatorias o que no estan permitidas, mientras
que “should’ y “shouldn’t” simplemente significan que algo es o no conveniente. Es
importante que coloques el verbo correcto, en funcién de que lo que quieras expresar
es que algo es simplemente una buena idea o que realmente sea obligatorio:

No debes fumar en el cine.

You shouldn’t smoke in the cinema. X

You mustn’t smoke in the cinema v (esta prohibido).
Debes ponerte el cinturén cuando conduzcas.
You should wear a seatbelt when you drive. X

You must wear a seatbelt when you drive v (es obligatorio por ley).

¢, Como diferenciar los Pronombres Objetos de los Pronombres Personales?

Como habras observado, dos de los pronombres de objeto coinciden con
los pronombres personales (you, it). Pero aunque pueda parecer un lio a primera

vista, no te preocupes: podras diferenciarlos por su funcién y posicién en la frase.

Los pronombres personales funcionan como sujeto, asi que usualmente aparecen en

primera posicion, antes del verbo. Sin embargo, los pronombres de objeto se colocan
siempre detras del verbo o de una preposicion. Por ejemplo, en la frase | love you (Te

quiero), | es el pronombre personal y you es el pronombre de objeto.
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¢Cuando se usan los pronombres de objeto en inglés?

Los pronombres de objeto se usan cuando reemplazamos un objeto después de un
verbo o tras una preposiciéon. En estos dos casos, no podemos emplear un
pronombre personal. Por ejemplo, no podemos decir *Go with they, sino Go with
them (Ve con ellos). Por eso, es muy importante fijarse en la funcion y posicion de

los pronombres para elegir el adecuado.

No
describen movimiento, cambios o procesos. Es por eso que no se pueden
utilizar en tiempos verbales continuos. Por ejemplo: / believe in God. / Creo
en Dios. (Y no: I am believing in God).

éSer o no ser?

El verboto be no es tan simple como parece, y cuando empezamos a poder mantener una
conversacioén en inglés y hacer uso de una cierta flexibilidad gramatical nos damos cuenta de que
saber usarlo bien en pasado es realmente util, especialmente si te gusta (o crees que te puede
gustar) contar anécdotas y hablar de tu vida.

éQué reglas hay que tener en cuenta?

El verbo to be es un verbo irregular, como se puede ver en sus formas en past simple (que se
pueden traducir por: yo fui / estuve / era / estaba, tu fuiste / estuviste / eras / estabas, etc.).

Afirmativo Negativo Interrogativo

I was I wasn’t Was |...?

You were You weren’t Were you...?

He / She / It was He / She / It wasn’t Was he /she /it...?
We were We weren’t Were we...?

You were You weren’t Were you...?

They were They weren’t Were they...?

Este verbo habla de un estado o una situacién (por ejemplo, como te sientes), y puede servir para
describir las cosas. Cuando lo emplees en pasado necesitas asegurarte de usar las formas que te
hemos mostrado en la tabla anterior, y no el infinitivo “be”.
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Por ejemplo:

-The party was amazing! (ilLa fiesta fue increible!).

-We were really happy! (iTodos estabamos stuper contentos!).

Ya habras notado que este verbo no funciona como la mayoria de los verbos ingleses, pues al
ponerlo en past simple no necesita verbo auxiliar en las oraciones negativas ni en las
interrogativas. Es decir, que no hay did o didn’t, ni ninglin otro verbo en la frase: solo nuestro
querido to be en la posicién correcta. Por tanto, las oraciones interrogativas son asi:

-Were you sad yesterday? (¢ Estabas triste ayer?).

-Was it your birthday on Sunday? (éFue tu cumpleafios el domingo?).

En ese sentido, se parece mds a los verbos espaiioles, ya que posee distintas formas para las
distintas personas (aunque en el caso de to be solo sean dos: was y were), y ademas es él mismo,
no un auxiliar, el que muestra el tiempo verbal. Por ello, cuando te encuentras las
formas was y were sabes que casi siempre se refieren a una situacién, tiempo o hecho del pasado.

éCuando se usa?

El verbo to be se denomina a veces en inglés “linking verb”, o sea, verbo copulativo, que sirve
esencialmente para unir el sujeto (normalmente una persona u otro sustantivo) con un atributo o
palabra que ofrece mds informacién sobre ese sujeto. Observa esta frase:

-Their house was enormous (Su casa era enorme).

En esta oracién, “was” (pasado del verbo to be) no expresa ninguna accién, sino que nos enlaza
sencillamente el sujeto (Their house) con un adjetivo que describe el tamafio de la casa en algin
momento del pasado.

Hay varias estructuras muy interesantes con was o were que puedes adaptar a distintos
contextos, segun tus necesidades, como por ejemplo “sujeto + was o were + adjetivo +to +
infinitivo”:

-It was great to visit the Art Gallery (Fue estupendo visitar el Museo de Arte).
-It was exciting to go on the Roller Coaster ride (Fue emocionante montarnos en la montafia rusa).
-The children were happy to meet new friends at their new school (Los nifios estaban felices por
hacer nuevos amigos en su nuevo cole).

El pasado simple se utiliza para referirse a acciones que se completaron en un periodo de
tiempo anterior al presente. En el pasado simple, el proceso de realizar la accién no es
importante. Lo que importa es que la accidén se completd en el pasado. La accién pudo haber
sido en el pasado reciente o hace mucho tiempo.

Entonces, comencemos a aprender el Pasado Simple, uno de los tiempos mds comunes al hablar
en inglés, aqui te presentamos algunos puntos que debes prestar mucha atencion.

USO DEL SIMPLE PAST

e El pasado simple se usa para acciones que comenzaron y terminaron en un momento
especifico en el pasado. También es posible utilizar el pasado simple en una oracién sin
especificar un tiempo, pero debe haber quedado claro previamente que el hablante se
refiere a un periodo terminado.

I saw a movie last week.
e El pasado simple se usa para describir varias acciones que se completaron en el pasado.
I finished work, walked to the beach and met my friends.

e El pasado simple se usa para describir un proceso que comenzd y termind en el pasado.
En este caso, el proceso de la accion es largo y se utiliza al especificar periodos de
tiempo como "todo el afio" o "todo el dia".

I lived in Italy for five years.

e El pasado simple también se puede usar en oraciones que describen habitos pasados.
Estas oraciones tienen el mismo propdsito que la expresién "solia". Debe quedar claro
en este tipo de oraciones que la accién mencionada es un habito. Las expresiones de
tiempo como siempre, a menudo, generalmente y nunca se pueden usar para subrayar

esto.

Verbos regulares e irregulares

Para convertir los verbos regulares de su forma base a la forma pasada simple, agregamos -ed.
Sin embargo, para los verbos irregulares, la forma pasada simple no sigue esta regla y puede
variar significativamente y simplemente debes aprenderlos de memoria. Hay muchos verbos
irregulares, pero a continuacién puedes encontrar los mas comunes que necesitas aprender
para el uso diario.

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3. Past simple, negative and interrogative

Cuando quieres hablar de acciones no realizadas o preguntar por algo en un tiempo terminado,
tienes que usar el pasado simple en oraciones negativas e interrogativas en inglés. Pero ten
cuidado; porque estas construcciones no siguen las reglas del pasado simple para oraciones
afirmativas en inglés.

De hecho, es mas bien la construccion afirmativa quien no sigue las reglas del pasado. Como
seguro que te acuerdas, el verbo en afirmativo lo tenias que cambiar (buy-bought). Esta
modificacion se debe a que esas oraciones no utilizan el auxiliar. Sin embargo, vas a ver lo facil
que es la estructura de esta leccion al incorporar dicho auxiliar.

Oraciones negativas en pasado simple en inglés

Aunque no te lo creas, las oraciones negativas en pasado simple en inglés tienen mas relacién
con las oraciones negativas del presente simple que con la estructura del pasado simple
afirmativo. Si te estas rascando la cabeza, te lo explico mejor. Como has leido al principio de esta
lecciéon, la forma afirmativa del pasado simple no utiliza verbo auxiliar. Tampoco lo emplea el
presente simple, por cierto. No obstante, si que lo utilizan las oraciones negativas en ambos
tiempos.

Es decir, que la estructura de las oraciones negativas identifican el presente y el pasado mediante
el verbo auxiliar (do/does — did). Como consecuencia de ello, el verbo ira en infinitivo en ambos
casos. Para que lo veas mejor, observa la siguiente tabla:

Pasado simple Presente simple

Sujeto + DIDN’T + infinitivo Sujeto + don’t/doesn’t + infinitivo

De esta manera, cuando hables en pasado simple afirmativo, conjugards el verbo. Pero, si
expresas la misma accién en negativo, lo dejaras igual. Estudia los ejemplos que te mostramos a
continuacién para entenderlo bien:

De nuevo, las oraciones interrogativas en pasado simple en inglés se hacen igual que las
preguntas en presente simple. Pero, recuerda que el auxiliar es distinto. Es decir, que aqui
también reemplazaras el Do/Does del presente por DID. Como también invertirds el orden del
auxiliar y del sujeto. A fin de cuentas, asi se construyen todas las preguntas en inglés.

Pasado simple Presente simple

DID + sujeto + infinitivo Do/does + sujeto + infinitivo

o un NO. Por desgracia, esa es la forma espafiola. Si quieres decir lo mismo en inglés, tienes que
utilizar el auxiliar de la pregunta en tu respuesta. Es decir, DID, para contestar afirmativamente, o
DIDN'T, si quieres decir que no.

Para decir que Si Para decir que NO

Yes, I/you/he/she/it/we/they DID No, I/you/he/she/it/we/they DIDN'T

Sin embargo, no siempre podras ser tan categdrico. Algunas veces, o muchas, estaras casi seguro
de que tu respuesta es afirmativa o negativa. Aunque, es posible, de que no sea asi. Por lo tanto,
cada vez que quieras decir que «crees que si» 0 «crees que no», afiadirds un sujeto y un verbo que
indique un leve margen de error. El verbo mas habitual para este tipo de situaciones es THINK.
Pero, por supuesto, cuentas con muchos otros para expresar el grado de intensidad. Por ejemplo,
GUESS, BELIEVE o RECKON.
